This is in continuation to this directorate letter of even No. dated 12.07.2022
regarding implementation of apple market Intervention Scheme 2022.

In this context, kindly cefer to letter No. HTC-F (1)-1/2021 dated 21.07.2022
received from Secretary (Hort.) to the Government of Himachal Pradesh vide which
approval for implementation Market Intervention Scheme for processing grade apple during
the year 2022 w.e.f. 20.07.2022 to 3 1.10.2022 has been conveyed (photocopy enclosed).

Pursuant to this approval, the State Government has decided to implement
Market Intervention Scheme for procurement of Apple in Himachal Pradesh during the year
2022 @ Rs. 10.50/Kg. Under the scheme 305 procurement centres will be opened as per
demand of the fruit growers. Out of these centres, 169 & 136 collection centres (Annexure
_1 & I1) will be opened and operated by HPMC & HIMFED respectively. These centres will
be manned by HPMC & HIMFED by their own staff.Centres may be opened in phase wise
manner, keeping in the view of altitude of Apple producing area(s) and arrival of fruit. Copy
of the instruction and guidelines for procurement of Apple under the scheme is enclosed for
strict adherence by the respective In-charges of the Apple collection centres.

Under the scheme fruit would be procured in 35 Kg. gunny bags with 2.5%
more fruit in view of the evapotranspiration and respiration losses. These Gunny bags may
be used/ cut/ emptied in such way that same could be used next year or be provided to the
orchardists on reasonable rates.

. Only apple having diameter above 51mm will be procured/accepted under the
s?cheme. Fr.ult.havmg punctured skin or bird eaten/damaged would not be accepted. Fruit
infested wﬂfh insects/pests and fungal diseases including scab will not be accepted. Ethral
sprayed fruit would also not be accepted. Immature/over mature or over ripe fruit would also
nqt be accepte-zd. I_—Iowever, fruit having slight hail damage, slight bruising, russeting and
misshapen fruit will be accepted.

will be opened and operated by the HPMC and 136 by the HIMFED
by their own staff/level for which funds amounting to ¥ 259.84 lakh
proposed by the DOH.

Under the scheme, fruits would be procured in 35 kg gunny bags
with 2.5% more fruits in view of evapo-transpiration and respiration
losses.

Only apple having diameter above 51 mm  will  be
procured/accepted under the scheme. Fruit having punctured skin
or bird eaten/damaged would not be accepted. Fruit infested with
insects/pests and fungal diseases including scab will not be
accepted. Ethral sprayed fruit would also not be accepted.
Immature/over mature or over ripe fruit would also not be
accepted. Similarly, severely bruised fruit would also not be
accepted. However, fruits having slight hail damage, slight
bruising, russeting and misshapen fruit will be accepted.

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Further, DOH is directed that more procurement centres

may be planned in view of intensive hail damage to apple this year leading to a
possibility of higher MIS procurements,
